The guidelines below set out the admission entrance requirements for the GIS (Global and
Interdisciplinary Studies) faculty, which has the goal of developing ambitious graduates equipped with both
an interdisciplinary education and proficient English, so that they can work at the forefront of the international
community. At GIS, all classes are held in English, so applications must meet our English language
requirements. In the course of the application screening, in addition to both high school grades and
extracurricular activities, an important consideration is the interest and study motivations of applicants for the

subject courses offered by GIS.

Due to recent cases of falsified TOEFL scores, we have increased scrutiny of all submitted

materials. Please be aware that any misrepresentations on the application will result in

disqualification.




3. Application Documents

The downloadable form can be printed upon payment of the application fee.

(2) Certification of high school graduation and school reports (sealed).

(D) Applicants who expect to graduate from high school or a secondary education school should
submit a school report that includes grades of the first term or semester of the third year.

* This can be printed on both sides of A3 size paper.

* |f the above school report cannot be issued due to high school curriculum restrictions, then
please submit the latest school report that can be issued at the time the application is made.
However, please note that a new school report cannot be accepted once the application
documents have been submitted.

(2) Applicants who have already graduated from high school or a secondary education school
should submit the school report which was issued after they graduated.

* This can be printed on both sides of A3 size paper.

(3) Applicants who have passed, or expect to pass, the Upper Secondary School Equivalency
Examination (formerly University Entrance Qualification Examination) should submit an official
transcript (& # [ A GRERERT ).

* A pass certificate is not valid.
* There is no need to submit a certificate of credit acquisition for exempted courses.

(@) Applicants who have completed, or expect to complete, 12 years of education or equivalent in
a non-Japanese educational institution overseas should submit a certificate of graduation and
an official transcript.

* Please submit the original certificate written in Japanese or English. If the documentation is
written in any other language, please obtain and attach a Japanese or English translation. In
addition, obtain certification from either an embassy or other public organization that it is an
official translation.

* Applicants who have been enrolled at both a Japanese and an overseas high school need to
also submit their school report from the Japanese high school they attended.

(5) If a school report cannot be issued, submit a certificate of (expected) graduation and an official
transcript.

Please note the following:

- Submit only originals. Copies are not accepted. If an original document cannot be submitted,
submit a copy certified by the school principal.
Documents may be mailed directly to Hosei University from the school. See (8) for the mailing
address. All documents must be received by the application deadline. (Documents may be
mailed ahead of the application period.)
*PDFs and other digital files are not accepted.

- For any semester(s) spent in study abroad during high school, provide documents showing the
courses taken and the grades obtained by academic year.



- The transcripts must contain all grades obtained in high school.

- Applicants who meet condition (3) (on p.1) must provide certificates, etc., to show that they meet
the application requirements as shown in the Table 2 on page 4.

English Examinations” for details on page 18)

* Submitted scores and certificates will not be returned unless they are accompanied by a
stamped self-addressed envelope and a note requesting they be returned. However, original
documents sent directly from the testing organization to Hosei University will not be returned.
As TOEFL® score reports must be delivered directly to GIS from ETS, in-person submissions
and submissions enclosed with other application materials are not accepted.

(4) A statement of purpose in English approximately 500 words in length (downloaded from the Internet

and printed)

(D The statement should include the following (in any order).

* Your reasons for applying to GIS.

* Your plans and goals after entering university.




* Your personal strengths.

@ Download and fill in the “Statement of Purpose” cover sheet and type your statement on A4 or
US letter size paper. Use 12-point font double-spaced lines and standard margins on all sides. Put
your name on the upper right-hand corner and staple multiple pages together on the upper
left-hand corner, along with the cover sheet.

(5) A statement of purpose handwritten in Japanese (downloaded from the Internet and printed)

This must be within 2,000 characters. (S standard applicants are exempted from the Japanese
statement of purpose).

@ Include a title approximately 20 characters in length.
@ The essay should be 2,000 characters in length.

@ Content should include the same items listed for the English essay. (The statement of purpose
can have the same content as the English version.)

@ The essay should be handwritten using a ballpoint pen in blue or black ink.

(® Essay pages should be stapled vertically in the upper left-hand corner.

(6) Two letters of reference (sealed) (downloaded from the Internet and printed)

Letters of reference in English or Japanese from two full-time teachers of the most recent school
institution (*) the applicant attended (issued within the previous 6 months and sealed). Letters of
reference from overseas may also be sent directly to the university.

Please mail them to the address given in (8) (it is fine if they are sent ahead of time).

*References are not accepted from teachers at professional training colleges, cram schools,
preparation schools or language schools, etc.

(7) Document checklist (downloaded from the Internet and printed)

5. Application Period and How to Apply

The applicant must complete the following application process by the deadline (the final day of the
application period). Please take into account that the application process requires that the applicant
submit some documents by post in addition to the online application. The application process starts with
an online application available from 10:00 am on the first day of the application period.

Before starting an application

Make sure to check all the information in these guidelines and prepare the application as follows in

advance of the online application.

(1) Prepare systems and devices for the online application.

(2) Start arranging application documents well in advance. Refer to “3. Application Documents” for
details.

(3) Prepare a photo file to upload. Note that this photo will be used for the application and the student ID
after enrollment. The file requirements are as follows:

- The photo should be a color photo of the applicant taken within three months, borderless, and
taken against a plain background.

- Unclear photos, or photos in which the applicant’s face is obscured by hair, etc., will not be
accepted.
- Photos should not be airbrushed or otherwise adjusted with editing software.

(3) Receive a confirmation email and log in to “My Page”
The email contains a “Reference number” and “Security code”. Go to the URL of the login page for
“My Page” in the email and log in with “Reference number” and “Security code”. It is also possible for
the applicant to access “My Page” from the application website
(http://exam.52school.com/guide/hosei-ebdp/) by clicking the following “My Page” button.

(4) Upload a photo

then automatically displayed. Make sure that the uploaded photo is shown properly on the form then
print it out. The form is a part of the application documents submitted by post.
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(6) Submission of application documents
Send all application documents together to Hosei University by post. Refer to “3. Application
Documents”.
For applications submitted in Japan: these must be postmarked by the deadline.

For applications submitted from overseas: these must arrive by the deadline.

Note:

- Complete online registration, pay the screening fee, and post your application materials within the
application period.

- The application is not complete until all application materials have been received by Hosei
University.

- Cancellation after application is not possible.

- No application materials sent to Hosei University will be returned.

Please note the following:

(1) Bring the application guides (AFXZEIH), the examination notification, and writing instruments.

(2) Late applicants will be admitted to the exam up to twenty minutes after the start time. However,
applicants should take ample time and plan to arrive to the exam location early. Call the
examination headquarters (03-3264-5805) in case of transportation or other delays.

(3) Applicants may enter the campus any time after 9 am.

(4) The on-campus cafeteria will be closed and other nearby restaurants may not be open.
Applicants are advised to bring their own lunch.

(5) Smart phones, smart watches, cell phones, and other electronic devices must be turned off and
stored in your bag before entering the examination room, and the alarm in these devices must
be disabled. These devices may not be used as a clock. Bring a watch (there is no clock in the
examination room).

(6) The ending time depends on your place in the interview schedule.

(7) Accompanying persons may not enter the examination room.

(8) Use of dictionaries is not allowed during exams.

- Acceptance to the university will be cancelled if an applicant fails to complete the procedures
before the deadline regardless of circumstances.

- Complete the payment of the enrollment procedure fee by the deadline and send the relevant

documents to Hosei University by postal mail, postmarked by the deadline.

- The enrollment procedure fee includes the admission fee, the tuition and the education

enhancement fee for the 1st semester (half of the annual amount), and other associated costs.

Any school fees paid, excluding the admission fee, will be refunded to an applicant whose admission
is denied due to failing to fulfill the application or enroliment requirements before the official
enrollment. In the case of an applicant who has paid school fees finding it impossible to fulfill the
application or enroliment requirements before the official enrollment, please contact the International
Admissions Office at Hosei University immediately. An unsuccessful applicant who has paid the
admission fee does not need to contact the International Admissions Office, as Hosei University will

not refund the admission fee.

- A Certificate of Admission is issued upon request to applicants who have successfully completed

the enroliment procedure.

If any false statements or misconduct relating to the application are found, the following policies will

apply:

(1) If a false statement or misconduct is discovered during the period between the application
process and the announcement of successful applicants, Hosei University will disqualify the

applicant and will not refund the screening fee.

(2) If a false statement or misconduct is discovered during the period between the announcement
of successful applicants and the official enrollment, Hosei University will deny the admission
and will not refund the screening fee. If a denied applicant has completed the payment of the
whole amount required for the official enroliment, Hosei University will refund the school fees,

excluding the admission fee.

(3) If a false statement or misconduct is discovered after the official enrollment date, Hosei
University will revoke the admission and there will be no refund of any fee an applicant has

paid.

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9. Applicants with Non-Japanese Nationality

To study in Japan and to be eligible for scholarships and other assistance, students with non-Japanese
nationality need to have a student visa (the status of residence: #%%). Non-Japanese students may
enroll with a different visa (dependent, permanent resident, long-term resident, spouse or child of
permanent resident, etc.) but will not be eligible for scholarships or other assistance for international

students.
Application for the status of residence in Japan as a student
1) Applicants who reside outside of Japan at the time of enrollment procedure

Applicants who reside outside of Japan at the time of the enrollment procedure must select either of
the following methods:

(1) Applicants who request Hosei University to apply as an agent

Hosei University applies for the Certificate of Eligibility, which is required for a student visa, if an
applicant does not have an agent to do so (a sponsor or a relative who pays living expenses in
Japan). In such cases, send the following documents required for the procedure to Hosei University
along with application documents at the time of application. Hosei University will not submit an agent
application if the required documents are not enclosed at the time of the application. Hosei
University does not return admission fees even when an applicant fails to obtain a student visa and
cannot be enrolled in Hosei University.

Applicants must understand that the Certificate of Eligibility may not be issued even when
Hosei University applies for it as an agent. Hosei University does not return documents
submitted to the university regardless of whether an applicant is accepted or rejected.

Hosei University requests the submission of these documents at the time of application because it
will be too late to start the application procedure after enrollment; the timing is irrelevant to the
acceptance or rejection in the screening.

* Hosei University cannot submit an agent application if the documents contain errors or omissions.

[3] Copy of your passport (the page with a photo)

* Make sure to send all of the documents above with application documents.

(2) Applicants who request someone living in Japan to apply as an agent
Send one photo of the applicant to the person who serves as the agent for the application and
request the following @M and . The agent must be a sponsor who will pay the applicant’s living

expenses in Japan or a relative living in Japan.

@O The agent who received the Certificate of Admission must immediately submit the following

documents to the Immigration Bureau and apply for the Certificate of Eligibility as an agent of

the applicant to apply for a student visa (Note: all documents must be prepared within the past

six months.)

[1] Application for Certificate of Eligibility (three pages of the form designated by the
Immigration Bureau are to be completed by the applicant and two pages are to be filled in
by the organization to which the applicant belongs)

* Hosei University fills in the last two pages (i.e. those to be to be filled in by the organization
to which the applicant belongs). Apply for this procedure at Hosei University well in
advance before the application at the Immigration Bureau.

* The entry form is available on the Immigration Bureau website for download.

[2] One photo (affix a photo 4 cm long and 3 cm wide onto the application [1].)

[4] Other (See Note.)

@ The Immigration Bureau usually sends the Certificate of Eligibility to an agent about 1.5 months
after the application. Clearly request the agent who received the Certificate of Eligibility to
immediately send it to you by international express mail so that you can apply for a student visa.

@ The applicant must present the Certificate of Eligibility and a passport to the nearest Japanese
Embassy or Consulate and receive a student visa.

2) Applicants who reside in Japan at the time of the enroliment procedure
Applicants living in Japan who received the Certificate of Admission must immediately bring a
passport, resident card, or alien registration certificate to the nearby Immigration Bureau and apply for
the status of student residence.

(1) For those who have the “dependent” or other status to apply for the “student” residence
status
Attach the following documents (these documents must be prepared within the previous six
months):

[1] Application for permission to change the status of residence (three pages of the form
designated by the Immigration Bureau to be filled in by the applicant and two pages to be filled
in by the organization to which the applicant belongs)

[2] The Certificate of Admission or a copy (the original must be presented in order to make a
copy.)

[3] Other (See Note.)

(2) For those who have the “temporary visitor” residence status to apply for the “student”
residence status (also for those who entered Japan from a country with a visa waiver agreement
with Japan to apply for the “student” residence status):

To apply for changing the status of residence from “temporary visitor” to “student,” the applicant

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must first apply for a Certificate of Eligibility as a student at the nearest Immigration Bureau. Once

the Certificate of Eligibility is issued, bring it to the nearest Immigration Bureau to apply for
permission to change the status of residence. If an applicant cannot apply for permission to

- If applicants will receive scholarships to pay their expenses, applicants may be required to

submit a certificate which includes the amounts they will receive, how long they will receive it,
and which organization(s) will give them a scholarship.

The Certificate of Eligibility will not be issued to applicants with dual nationality of Japanese and
another country.

10. FAQ

(1) There are two standards “S” and “A” for applications, but is there any advantage for a particular
standard?

—No. The number of places to be offered is 10 from applicants of both standards.

(2) Is it possible to use the ‘letter of reference’ or the ‘statement of purpose’ forms from previous years?

—No. Please use the latest versions as they are updated each year.

(3) If I am attending, or have graduated from a college or professional school after graduating from high
school, which transcripts are required, who should write the references?
—Transcripts are required from all school institutions (from high school onwards) where formal
gualifications have been attained. For example, if a student has graduated from a high school,
completed a two-year college course and is currently studying a four-year university course,
transcripts will be required for all three institutions. The references should be written by two full time
teachers at the most recent school institution you have attended, or are attending. In the case of the
above example, please ask a full-time university teacher. References are not accepted from

teachers at vocational schools (except for an advanced course), cram schools or language schools.

Applicants who have scholastic qualifications equal to or more than those of a high school graduate as
stipulated in Article 150 of the School Education Act Enforcement Regulations should confirm the relevant

information before applying.

“Applicants who have scholastic qualifications equivalent to a high school graduate as stipulated in
Article 150 of the School Education Act Enforcement Regulations, or have scholastic qualifications equal
to or more than those qualifications,” as detailed under qualification requirements are applicants who fall

under any of the below, or who expect to fall under any of the below by the time of enroliment:

1 Applicants who have completed 12 years of education*, or the equivalent which meets
standards set by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology, in an educational
institution overseas (applicants who have equivalent qualifications to those who have completed 12 years
of education in an educational institution overseas as stipulated in Article 153 of the 1981 School
Education Act Enforcement Regulations).

* This includes cases where a student has graduated from a normal course in under 12 years due to

grade skipping and early graduation.

2 Applicants who have completed a course of study at an overseas educational institution.
Overseas education institutions are schools that are recognized or designated as having the educational
standards of a Japanese high school, or which are equivalent to Japanese high school, or meet
educational standards set by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.
